Profile of Artist: 

Dobi Kwe (born, Ife Adaobi Onyekwe) is UK-based singer/songwriter/producer.  

The youngest of three children her passion for music was first ignited at a young age through her parent’s 
collection of both African and Western music. In her pre-teen years Dobi was actively encouraged in playing 
instruments by her parents. She gravitated towards the piano in which she would eventually gain Grade 6 
classical qualification, in addition to Grade 5 singing.  

A move from her native Nigeria to London, one of Europe’s leading music capitals proved to be a significant 
milestone for Dobi. The academic music structure was in place, but it was experience gained in the Church 
singing as part of a south London choir, which furthered this young soloist’s creativity. 

By mixing strong Gospel roots and skills already gained in vocal recording, production and even Djing, Dobi 
developed the unique sound that she projects as a recording artist. Naming some of her personal influences 
including Sade, Toni Braxton, Lauryn Hill, Nat King Cole, Ella Fitzgerald, Stevie Wonder; it’s easy to see why 
this singer/songwriter is capable of producing music that transcends both trends and time. 

Dobi Kwe is not just a classically trained pianist, but also a self-taught bassist, and she has a university 
degree in The History and Philosophy of Science. Her natural stage presence oozes confidence yet retains 
an element of vulnerability, so that audiences are given an intimate performance when seeing Dobi perform 
live. 

Working closely with her brother, Yugy, as part of the production duo U&I, they base their work ethos on 
positive lifestyle values embedded in their active Christian faith. With both production and song writing 
coming from the same camp, the result is a captivating promotional EP “Don’t Forget To Remember” drawing 
upon a variety of influences including Pop, R&B, Jazz and Soul. 

Dobi Kwe’s very own life experiences are what she brings to the world through her music and undoubtedly 
will become a talking point for every listener who discovers this exciting new talent.

StyleChile:  When did you 1st become interested in music?  

Dobi Kwe:  Well as far as music is concerned I think I was born interested! I've always loved and been 
surrounded by music, my mum had the most awesome record collection at home, from Pavarotti, to every 
Michael Jackson album, all the Motown classics, Abba, The Beatles, the list 
goes on. Certain songs still trigger some of my earliest memories – Steve 
Wonder's Happy Birthday – was heard at every single birthday party without fail! 
Music's just such a prominent feature in my life that I can't remember a time 
when it didn't interest and stimulate me.  

I definitely think though that as I grew and had a lil' more control over what I 
wore, my dressing became very influenced by the music I would listened to at 
the time - so in that sense, fashion and music went hand in hand. Lots of people 
pick up cool trends from music videos, their favourite artist performing or 
whatever and adapt it to their own personality and comfort zone, I did the same. 
Funnily enough some of the men in my life played a huge role gearing me 
towards fashion – my brother, and my cousin, especially with their endless 
nights watching America's Next Top Model…  

Since Uni I've taken more of a personal interest in the fashion industry, in 
particular modelling. There's so much more discipline to it than just 'looking 
pretty' and I now appreciate that. I recently took part in London's Swatch Alternative Fashion Week  
 
StyleChile:  Who were your fashion influences?  

Dobi Kwe:  Hmm well all kinds of people really, from top supermodels like Naomi (Campbell), and Kate 
(Moss), to pop stars and rock stars, to the average Jack and Jill doing their thing down the High Street. I'm 
very much like "I see something that works, I'll try it". But I always try to mix it up a lil' to match my own sense 
of style. You could see me rockin' a hoodie and baggy jeans one day, knee-highs and skinnies the next, 
converse and khakis on another. Having said that we all need a lil' inspiration from the top and I ain't no 
exception to that.

StyleChile:  How do you manage to stay fashionable?  

Dobi Kwe:  By being 100% me. Fashion's pretty changeable, it's very cyclical so I feel like I'm free to add my 
own lil' spice to the pot! Like I could be walking down the street and stop to admire the most outrageous outfit 
I would never wear, but it looks great on this character because they are comfortable, confident and they 
totally think they look hot! You look as good as you feel. But it's also helpful to know your best features and 
work with those. I'm lucky long legs are always in fashion lol!  
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StyleChile:  Do you have any tips of advice for today's fun, fashionable females? 

Dobi Kwe:  Sure, ladies the most beautiful asset you could ever have is self-esteem and confidence. I ain't 
saying you can't do your part to keep in shape, watch what you eat, etc. But when 
you're happy with yourself it shows, and it shines through the clothes. Fashion's cool, 
it's great to have all those people who spend so much time creating and deciding 
what works, but it's just a guide, so it's more important to form your own identity 
outside ever changing fashion industry.  
 
StyleChile:  How do you stay inspired?  

Dobi Kwe:  My inspiration comes from God. I try to let him have the first and last 
word in whatever I do and he never lets me down. I stay inspired by the people 
around me - my family and friends who are a constant source of encouragement and 
love, so important! I'm inspired daily witnessing the hard work and persistence of 
great musicians, models, businessmen, and all kinds of success stories who started

 ARTIST SPOTLIGHT 
Dobi Kwe  
MySpace Artist  

23-year-old newcomer Dobi Kwe talks to Origins Medi a about her blossoming singing career and competing  in 
Croydon´s S Factor contest…  

Origins Media: When did you first realise you wanted to sing? 

Dobi Kwe:  I think it was when my school choir had me perform a Christmas rendition of Silent Night as part of the town’s 
Xmas celebrations – they’d hold a competition between schools. I was about 7 or 8 and anyway, I sung my little heart out 
and was surprised to get a standing ovation. I remember especially this woman came up to me and said I brought tears 
to her eyes. It hit me then what an effect music can have on your soul – I wanted to bring that feeling to lots more people, 
and of course to get lots more ovation too. 

OM: Who are your inspirations? 

Dobi:  Vocally I’ve always admired the strength of Mary J. Blige and Aretha Franklin for example, but I also love the 
subtle, sensual tones of singers like Toni Braxton, Sade and Aaliyah, and the jazzy melodies and riffs in Ella’s 
(Fitzgerald) and Billy Holiday’s music. Groups like TLC and Salt ‘n’ Pepa were influences too; they gave me lessons in 
self-expression and well ‘girl power’ (waaaaay before the spice girls came around). I love my male vocalists too, 
especially the old skool – Stevie Wonder, M.J., Otis (Redding), Sam Cooke, Nat King Cole so I’ve drawn on their music 
too. 

OM: How do you describe your sound? 

Dobi:  Edgy R&B. It’s the kind of music you can’t pinpoint the first time so you have to listen again, trying to figure it out. 
You never really succeed (at least not without the use of lots of ‘-ish’ suffixes) but what you do get is hooked, on great 
lyrics, great melodies and great production, i.e. beats! I like to be different, unique, and the Dobi Kwe sound & style is 
certainly that. 

OM: What’s your educational background? 

Dobi:  Well I was born and reared in Nigeria so I attended kindergarten and primary school there in Lagos where we 
lived. I loved school there but even traditional discipline couldn’t curb my tomboyish ways! When I was ten and about to 
start secondary school my brothers and I moved to the UK to attend a boarding school in Croydon. After my A Levels at 
17 I attended a 4-year course at University College London, studying a BSc in The History & Philosophy of Science – 
fascinating stuff! 

OM: What are your main ambitions in life? 

Dobi:  My main ambition in life is to be happy and fulfilled, that means doing the things that I love well, which is singing, 
writing and producing. If I can do that with the love and support of the people I love behind me – my friends, my family 
and the big G in the sky, I figure everything else will fall into place. I’m not too fussed about being hugely rich; obviously 
I’d like to be sorted but it’s not a priority. I want to inspire and to touch people like I’ve been touched through song. And I 
want for ´Feel That Jam´ to be a major hit!  
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OM: What have you got lined up this year?  

Dobi:  This summer I’m focusing on my performance so you should be seeing a lot of me! 
First up I’ll be competing in Croydon’s ‘S Factor’ singer/songwriting contest organised by local businessman Nelson King 
for the CMS (Community Music Skills) centre. The theme of the contest is like anti-gangs and violence so it’ll be a great 
opportunity to spread some positive vibes – auditions are going to be at the Croydon Whitgift Centre starting 2nd of June 
(TBC) so check that out. The finals are going to be in Croydon’s Fairfield Halls too, I aim to be too!  
There are also a lot of open mic nights I’ll be performing at over the summer so keep checking MySpace for updates on 
that; www.myspace.com/dobikwe. Coming soon you should be able to catch me at the monthly live music night at the 
Lost Society bar, Wandsworth Road, also the Plan B and Acres bars in Brixton. It’s definitely going to be a busy summer, 
but I’m relishing the chance to perform live for y’all! 

OM:What else do you do, aside from singing and producing?  

Dobi:  Right now I’m also modelling, currently with a South London agency by the name of Pulse Model Management. 
This year so far I’ve taken part in Swatch’s Alternative Fashion Week (March, Spitalfields Market London) as well as the 
London Hat Show (April, The Mernier Gallery in London Bridge). It’s part of my love for style and fashion as well as 
music. I think the two compliment each other well, and I enjoy it, there are definitely transferable skills involved! Modelling 
is a lot like acting and performing - projecting confidence and elegance even when you feel crappy, it ain’t easy but it’s 
good training for tough audiences!
