Based in Auckland, New Zealand, Recliner is a refreshing talent with a multi-set of skills and abilities that are
clearly reflected in their ten-track debut album titled “Rest Room”

excellent musicianship and a magnificent vocal performance. They also have two fantastic videos available
for viewing for tracks “Ugly” and “This Was For You”.

Lead vocalist, Belinda Bradley previously fronted her 90's Wellington band The Spirals, for which she was
nominated as most promising female Vocalist, NZ Music Awards.

Additionally, as a solo artist Guy Wishart has won an APRA (Australasian Performing Right Association)
Silver Scroll, the highest award offered in NZ for Song writing.

Recliner are also working with Tinderbox Music in the States, who have been managing college radio airtime
for the band, as well as looking at publicity & licensing opportunities. Recliner are presently writing for their
second album which is scheduled to be recorded August / September this year.
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BIOGRAPHY

RECLINER is a musical collective with a variety of references that together have created a uniquely rich and
atmospheric sound. Passionate about music, song writing & friendship, they hold a unique place in the NZ
music scene. With former Silver Scroll winner Guy Wishart & vocalist Belinda Bradley sharing song writing
duties, Recliner are an act who have come together to craft one of the New Zealand'’s finest combinations of
dark pop and musical indulgence. Rich with talent and experience, the Recliner collective includes an artist,
photographer, flmmaker, web media manager, horticulturalist, and an environmental lawyer. Recliner is a
new combination of influences, and an impeccable musical pedigree.

Formed in 2004 they began to write, perform & upholster the recliner sound. A roof space was converted
into Control Tower Studios and Recliner began demoing and discovering the recorded vibe. Two songs from
these sessions were completed by the end of 2004 & finishing duties were assigned to Producer Darren
Poole (The Have, Wash) ...sewing it up in his UK studio the Kingfisher Room. Recliners debut single This
Was For You was distributed thru King Music in May 2005 & a mesmeric clip directed by flmmaker & band
member Perry Bradley captured the bands worn out luxury. The song received strong regional airplay was
placed on a kiwi hit disc and enjoyed airtime on Juice & C4 music TV, the b-side ugly was received with
enthusiasm by Student Radio and entered the top 30 chart.

June saw the band back in the roof-space preparing for the debut alboum which would see them track laying
throughout winter and into spring. As finished tracks emerged producer Dave Holmes (Gramsci, Jakob)
entered the process and mixing got underway in his studio at Kog Transmissions. Final mixes were wrapped
by Christmas 2005, and mastering was completed at York Street Studios in February 2006.

The band celebrated the release of their debut album REST ROOM with a sell out show at the famous St
James theatre in Auckland New Zealand late April 2006, where a stage was built in the foyer & the actual
rest room was the location of the album photography. Rest Room slid seductively into stores May 2006 on
their own label Crimpolene Music & received strong reviews from local music press. August 2006 saw the
release of Recliners 2nd Music Video UGLY, an eerie tale of argument & desire, beautifully filmed on
location in an abandoned mansion. The rest room live show has developed into a multi media event where
the band matches moody visuals to tunes, & is gaining a reputation as a sumptuous live experience.

November 2006 saw the band being nominated as one of five finalists for Best Album Photography in the
prestigious American IMA Awards (courtesy of lead vocalist & photographer Belinda Bradley), as well as
their Debut music clip FOR YOU being selected as a break out VIDEO on YouTube’s underground Music
News letter.

February 2007, the album was fed out to 350 College Radio Stations throughout North America & Canada.
It is currently enjoying airplay on over 220 stations & charting! At the same time Rest Room was also
introduced to a number of underground FM Indie shows & Web Stations, receiving enthusiastic airplay on
both, repeat spot plays on FM radio & heavy rotation on a swag of Internet radio shows.

The band is currently behind the rest room door dreaming up new tunes & warming up the studio recording
demos for the next album. Emerging for a few select shows.

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THE CREATION OF A DARK POP ALBUM

The creation of a dark pop album Recliner is a musical collective of friends with a variety of musical
references, that together have created a uniquely rich and atmospheric sound.

Silver Scroll winning singer songwriter Guy Wishart and vocalist Belinda Bradley sat on an Auckland veranda
with acoustic guitar & dictaphone & began dreaming tunes during the summer of 2004.

Auckland rhythm section Vernon Rive and Michael Te Young joined soon after as well as backing vocalist
Darlene Te Young and electronic artist Perry Bradley. Self confessed guitar weirdo Dave White from
Hamilton was recruited as a part time contributor to bring flourishes of idiosyncratic guitars.

After recording the album in their own Control Tower Studio, they called in the services of producer Dave
Holmes (Gramsci, Jacob) based at Kog Studios in Kingsland Auckland. It was a very satisfying partnership
for all, with Holmes eventually adding some of his own guitar parts and taking a strong role in many
Production duties. Mixing begins in earnest and in February 2006 the Album mastering is completed at York
Street Studios.

The stunning packaging features photography by Belinda Bradley with design by Andrew B White, winner of
Best Album Art award 2005, and the countries foremost album designer.

The ten-song album is an intricate and inviting collection of dark pop songs. Rest Room is released thru King
Music and continues to receive strong reviews.

With "Rest Room", New Zealand indie band Recliner offer a hypnotic mix of somber tones and lighter
musical interludes that seduces on first listen and doesn't let go.

Love And No Regrets

The sign of a good album is that you can happily listen to it again; the sign of a great album is that it comes
to an end all too soon, and you immediately want to listen to it again. With Rest Room, New Zealand band
Recliner have given us an album that unequivocally falls into the latter camp.

With a hint of Shakespeare's Sister mixed with how Marilyn Manson might sound if he sung a lullaby, Rest
Room is a collection of dark, moodily atmospheric songs that dig deep into your psyche without you even
realising it — then when you do, it's too late; you're already hooked.

Opening track Ugly (He Says That He Loves You) is a prime example of what Recliner is all about. A bitter
love song with no irony whatsoever, it's a slow-burning respite to a rival in love, with almost whispered vocals
from Belinda. So venomous is the attack on her rival, you wonder how this incandescently beautiful singer
can possess such vitriol.

Finding Beauty In Destruction

There's a touch of classic Kate Bush on next track Single File, with its breathy vocals and backing soft
howls. This is impressive stuff; dark, yet melodic, almost like love itself — one minute wonderful, the next lying
all around you in tatters, and a contrast that Recliner bring to each song on this album.

Indeed, never have a band and an album name been so apt — there's such a relaxing, hypnotic feel to Rest
Room that Recliner is exactly what springs to mind here; pull yourself up your most comfortable sofa, press
play, and let the music sweep over you, as is evident on Makes No Sense, its deep bass pulsating you to
somewhere deep inside your soul.

From Out Of The Shadows

Yet as dark as Recliner's music is, there are lighter moments. True, with its offbeat drumming and almost
joyously happy chorus, is proof that this New Zealand collective can sit in a positive light just as much as
they can in the shadows.

This is the same with For You, quite possibly a summer anthem in waiting. With guitars and keyboard
combining with sublime bass, it's a wonderfully infectious track that demands to be played at top volume
while driving a convertible on a bright summer's day.

With radio stations beginning to wake up to the delights Recliner have to offer, and the sheer depth in song
writing and musicianship skills they possess, it's a fairly safe bet that New Zealand may have just found itself
another band to join Crowded House in the Hall of Fame.

Recline in your own 'Rest Room'
A review on Recliner submitted by Funky*Jazza

The new album from Recliner is written with precision and professionalism - an incredible achievement for
their debut. It is almost hard to believe that the group only formed in 2004.

The elegance will skim into your CD player on that relaxing Saturday at home. It is the ultimate sidekick for
an unperturbed evening. Recliner are a cocktail of many genres. They create their own alternative, smooth
rock sound, one that is impressively crafted to compliment their seven piece’s style of performance.

There is honesty in all of their songs. Perfection takes work and crafting, however this album which reaches
some level of perfection has left no scars of concentrated mechanics, and allows the songs to solely flow to
its audience - exactly what a good song should do. It truly reflects the night atmosphere that it was created
in, and almost transports to another location.

'Rest Room' weaves romantically by way of Belinda Bradley’s serene vocals, glossed over with Darlene Te
Young'’s harmonies. Their voices are a perfect echo setting the scene for the rest of the band to reflect the
shadowy atmosphere without flaw. There is an unproblematic rhythm throughout the ten tracks. This, and
the fact that there is no moment in the album that flays without warning, lets the album respire in its
simplicity. This does not mean the album falls into the predictable. The album actually speaks with the
vulnerability of the modern world of love and life, with no concealment.

The first track 'Ugly (He Says That He Loves You)' is a strong introduction, and creeps in the general theme
of the entire album. The songs saunter past the untainted, to the forbidden and the obsessive. But as
melancholic as it seems, the gloom takes a weightless approach. Rather than launching into the depressive,
it in fact permits the meaning of their music to be uplifting as it soothes more than it disconcerts.

'Surround Me', with a harsher resonance, contrasts with a track such as 'What She Wants' which lightly
blooms. The sweetness of 'For You', a pleasant song and '‘Want To Love You', which is hauntingly gentle,
round out the album with elegance.

Recliner have set themselves up with a solid future with this debut album. It is definitely on the way to being
a ‘best of’ album for this year.

Recliner: Striking a Chord in the Rest Room

It is with Belinda and Guy that Recliner began. Guy has previously released four solo albums and Belinda
fronted a couple of bands in Auckland and Wellington, Standing Joke and The Spirals respectively. The
two started writing together in the summer of 2003. They had been intending to work with one another for
some time and living in the same Auckland street was the catalyst needed.

Being an established solo artist, Guy was initially apprehensive about sharing songwriting duties.

"This time it was more half pie come up with an idea that's quite solid and take it down to Belinda and see if
we can finish it together. And therefore it became more co-writing, which I'd always been told was possible,
but I'd never done it," he explains.

"Initially there was this real polite workmanship effort going on until we cut through that and started writing
the better stuff,” expands Belinda.

Once they had their own combination tuned, the two needed a rhythm section so pitched Recliner to bass
player Vernon Rive and drummer Michael Te Young . They played them some songs and waited for a
decision.

"They hummed and they hahhed and they went on about it and how much commitment it was going to be
and all the rest of it, like it was a real business transaction,” remembers Guy. "Within a month or two they
were right into it and really happy to be involved because they hadn't been doing anything much... we caught
them at a good time really."

The next recruitment was Belinda's husband Perry who joined the band as keyboardist and technical
advisor. Keeping it in the family, Michael's wife Darlene Te Young stepped in for backing vocals. David
White on guitar made Recliner seven.

Working with a band turns out to be an experience Guy has found rewarding.

"I'd play on an acoustic guitar and then we would flesh it out and Vernon would say, 'Oh it hasn't been
Recliner-ised yet'. He meant it hasn't been shoved through the tunnel of the bass player and the drummer
and everyone else having their say, which ends up completely reforming and reshaping the song."

Recording on the debut album 'Rest Room' began in the winter of 2005 in the converted roof space of
Belinda and Perry's house. Recording at home was a first for all members who were used to working in
studios. Being professionals with jobs ranging from lawyer to school teacher to filmmaker, the recording
needed to be fitted in at nights and in the weekend. While this time consuming process was difficult for
partners and children, it was one the band as a whole found rewarding.

Production of the album was taken care of by Dave Holmes (Gramsci, Jakob ), the hook up coming through
Mark Kneebone of Isaac Promotions who is also responsible for Recliner's promo and publicity. The album
was recorded at Holmes' Kingsland studio Venn Productions, and mastered by Chris Winchcombe at York
Street Studios. It is out on the band's own label Crimpolene Music, with distribution by King Music.

After trying out several producers Dave Holmes got the job as he was able to capture the "Recliner sound"
they were after - one they describe as being a lush mix of Portishead , Radiohead and the album Fiona
Apple never wrote.

"Dave was able to see what we wanted and try to work out how to get it for us, but he did that in an
instinctual musician way as well as in a very technical way," explains Guy.

"One of the funny bits was Belinda attempting to communicate with Dave what she wanted in terms of music.
She would talk about plush leather settees and lush furniture - all these visual terms."

The beautifully packaged CD and glossy bio make it clear image is important to this band. This is Belinda's
domain as she is a photographer and responsible for the photos used on the album and promotional
material.
