“THEY met as first-year pupils in their school's music department and practised in a
T R YY I garden centre's portable shed.

But from their humble beginnings, a five-piece group from Edinburgh hope to become the first unsigned Scottish band to
make it into the official UK charts.

Jakil have already reached number one in the unsigned download charts after winning the Radio Forth One to Watch
award with their song Who Are Ya.

They hope their recent launch on the iTunes online music store will see them break into the top 40.

Their song is being played on radio stations throughout the UK, outselling bands such as last year's X Factor finalists
Eton Road.

The 18-year-old students, who practice at Riccarton Garden Centre, are already attracting interest from record
companies, and hope to become professional musicians. They plan to record an album later this year.

Drummer Mikay McTernan, a music student at Stevenson College, said: "Things have really picked up over the last two
or three months.

"The feedback has been awesome. We met so many people after the Radio Forth ceremony — it was surreal. Hopefully
we'll get signed if it keeps going well, and we'll be able to do it full-time.

"We were amazed that it was number one in the download charts, it's crazy.

We've been on local radio stations down in Lancashire and we were even on Radio One as House Band of the Week
over Christmas. We used the Music Box at Stevenson College to record the single. We did bits and pieces in the evening
and Liam mixed it at home.

"My friends absolutely love it — they keep hearing us on the radio. My mum and dad have always been very supportive of
us."

The band members had struck up a friendship through their shared interest in music when they started studies at
Balerno High School. But it was only in the last year that they began taking it more seriously, with gigs in Edinburgh,
Glasgow and Fife.

Mikay said: "I come from a very musical family, and I've played the piano since | was three.

"l picked up the drums in my first year at high school. Our musical influences are all over the place. We've just merged it
all together."

Bassist lain "Wormy" Downie, a mechanical engineering student at Heriot-Watt, added: "We hope to launch our single on
the iTunes website in the next week, and | think we have a good chance of getting into the official Top 40."

A single only needs to sell around 2000 copies to make it into the UK Top 40. Jakil are already more than halfway there,
and lain said the release on iTunes could give them the sales boost they needed to make the chart.

The band's material is written by singer Kieran O'Brien and guitarists Liam Narrie and Jamie Robertson. The name Jakil
comes from four of the members' initials, with Mikay adding the 'a' from his name.”
